In an ideal world the process would be as follows.
 

1) Trainee approaches the Deanery and obtains permission to take time out of programme.
 

2) If the trainee doesn't want to apply for any credit then in addition to seeking Deanery support they just need to let me know the dates that they will be out of programme. The trainee does not need to seek permission from PMETB to take time out of programme if they are not requesting any credit.
 

3) If the trainee wants to apply for research credit (only SpR's pursuing single accreditation) or clinical training credit (SpR/StR's single or dual) then they submit an application for clinical training credit to me and I will forward it to the SAC for consideration. In addition to providing the application form the trainee must also supply me with a copy of their CV.
 

4) The SAC will make a recommendation as to whether credit is appropriate or not and I will write to the trainee informing them of the decision. This process usually takes 2-3 weeks
 

5) The trainee will then submit an application to PMETB via their own Deanery. This application must include a copy of the SAC recommendation letter. For further clarification of this part of the process you will need to speak to someone at the Deanery.
 

At the end of the day, PMETB decide whether to approve the request to take time out of programme and the award of research/clinical training credit although they do take the recommendations of the SAC into consideration. If an application is submitted to PMETB without SAC support then PMETB will contact us to check whether an application has been made or not.
 

It is absolutely vital that PMETB prospectively approve any periods of time out of programme that will be contributing towards the CCT. Neither PMETB or JRCPTB will accept retrospective applications. If there is insufficient time to wait for the SAC decision, then I suggest that the trainee submits the application to PMETB via their Deanery and states that the SAC decision is pending.
 

As Prof Davies mentioned, for trainees following the new curriculum the amount of credit (which is still expressed in terms of time) will be dependant on the trainee being able to demonstrate that they have acquired the necessary competencies during that time.
